In your child’s Dystopian Literature class we have just finished studying 1984 and the dystopian elements of surveillance, economic oppression, and constant warfare.  1984 is one of the most well regarded and classical dystopian novels.  Our next novel, Brave New World, is similar in many aspects to 1984 with communism swapped for rampant capitalism and efficiency, as well as emotion-controlling drugs swapped for spying.  To differentiate these two somewhat similar examples of dystopian literature, I have selected to show the movie Children of Men (2006).  
The film Children of Men is rated R for violence, language, some drug use and brief nudity. Because of this, you have the right to opt your child out of this activity.
